Proposed Biking Trails-Timber Cutting Contract with Appalachian Forest Consultants – Miscoe made a motion to authorize Andrew Horvath, Council President, to execute the agreement between Ron Hocker Logging and the Borough to cut and remove timber from a twenty (20’) foot hiking and biking trail, and certain adjacent areas which have been selected and marked by Musser Engineering and Appalachian Forest Consultants, if the agreement is acceptable.
