Approve the Minutes of the Meeting held on March 8, 2006 – St. Clair asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Miscoe moved and Walters seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

Financial Reports – Secretary reviewed the Income & Expense Report, the Budget Report and the List of Bills for March 31, 2006. Miscoe made a motion to approve the Borough’s Financial Reports, including the amendments to the List of Bills Report.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Albert Diehl-Geese – Albert Diehl stated that he requested Tony Roland, a Wildlife Technician for the U.S. Department of Agriculture Wildlife Services, to attend the meeting tonight to discuss what options the Borough has to control the geese populations. 


The U.S. Department of Agriculture is authorized to protect American agriculture and other resources from damage associated with wildlife.  Wildlife Services activities are conducted in cooperation with other Federal, State and local agencies; private organizations and individuals.

The Wildlife Services program uses an Integrated Wildlife Damage Management approach (referred to as Integrated Pest Management) in which a series of methods may be used or recommended to reduce wildlife damage.  These methods include the alteration of cultural practices as well as habitat and behavioral modification to prevent damage.  However, controlling wildlife damage may require that the offending animal(s) are killed or that the population of the offending species be reduced.
Throughout the 2006 goose nesting season (approximately 8 weeks), APHIS WS will conduct surveys at 7-10 day intervals to locate and mark nests, treat eggs by oiling and replacing in nests during the first half of the 28-day incubation period, and monitor the Canada goose population.  All nests and eggs will be destroyed and buried in an approved landfill at the conclusion of the nesting season.  Appropriate permits will be obtained by Indian Lake Borough and APHIS WS prior to nest/egg removal.  The above APHIS WS activities are fully provided for by the Pennsylvania Game Commission, Bureau of Law Enforcement, Special Use (Depredation/Collecting) Permit and the US Fish and Wildlife Service Depredation permit issued to the WS PA State Director.  Activities will be conducted with regular and overtime hours worked as necessary to accomplish the objectives of this program. 


Miscoe made a motion to enter into an agreement with the U.S. Department of Agriculture, Animal and Plant Health Inspection Services, and Wildlife Services to destroy the geese eggs as outlined in the proposal for a cost not to exceed $1,453.00 and to authorize the Borough Secretary to sign the appropriate documents.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Adopt Proposed On-Lot Sewage Disposal Management Ordinance – Attorney Dickey stated the proposed Ordinance for On-Lot Sewage Management was advertised in the Daily American on March 23, 2006.  Miscoe made a motion to adopt the Ordinance governing the management of on-lot sewage disposal facilities as presented and advertised.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Secretary was asked to send notification to all residents outlining the details of the sewage maintenance program.

Update on Zoning Violation Citations for Wayne Lehman and David Markferding – Attorney Dickey stated that he will contact Magistrate Cook’s office to get an update on the Wayne Lehman citation, to date no hearing date has been scheduled.  The David Markferding citation, they are having trouble serving Mr. Markferding the papers.


Miscoe made a motion to Authorize Attorney Dickey to have a constable or the Sheriff’s Department serve Mr. Markferding the papers.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Adelphia-Draft Legislation Awarding Phone Companies National Cable Franchises – The House Energy & Commerce Committee is drafting a bill that would award phone companies national cable franchises.  It states that phone companies such as AT&T, Verizon, SBC and others would not have to sign local cable franchise agreements, which, of course, cable operators have done for decades.  It would strip municipalities of their historic role in the cable franchising process and relieve phone companies of many of the most fundamental provisions associated with local cable franchise requirements.



Adelphia is requesting that the Borough send a letter to our Congressman to weigh in with Chairman Barton and Ranking Member Dingell and oppose this bill, which is a sweetheart deal for the phone companies and a bad deal for municipalities and consumers.



Council asked the Secretary to contact Mr. Bradley from Adelphia to see if they have a form letter and to forward that letter to Congressman Shuster.

Musser Engineering-Pow-Wow Lakeside Estates and Pow-Wow Lakeside Condos – Musser Engineering has provided a Sewage Facilities Planning Module Application Mailers, which have been completed for St. Clair Resort Development, LLC, for the three lot Pow-Wow Lakeside Estates Subdivision and the two four-unit Pow-Wow Lakeside Condos.  Section 7B, Request for Planning Exemption, needs to be completed and signed certifying that the Sewage Treatment Plant has the capacity to handle the current flow, the previously approved undeveloped lots and the two new projects.
