Public Comment Period

Mark Griffith – Council may have an Executive Session to discuss litigation but any deliberation must be done in regular session.

Attorney Rullo – No motions will be made by Borough Council in Executive Session and no action will be taken tonight on the enactment or rejection of the proposed zoning ordinance amendment.

Robert Balint – There has been no further mention or any more action being done to address the safety issue on the lake and the safety on the lake is continuing to decline.

Mayor Lichty – There will be stronger enforcement done on the lake this summer by both the PA Fish & Boat Commission as well as the Borough’s Police Department.

Carl Chapman – It was a good idea to also include a summary of the PA Fish & Boat Commission’s rules and regulations in with the residents boat licenses and hopefully everyone will take the time to read them and to familiarize themselves with them.

Albert Diehl – The lake needs more police patrol hours on the weekends and after dark.

Wendy Wilkerson – If someone is cited for a boating violation, are they required to take a boating safety course?  Answer – No.

Jay McClatchey – Under the Taxpayer Relief Act (Act 1), each local school board with voter approval may impose a tax on earned income and net profits in order to pay for reductions in property taxes.  The Act provides that voters within each school district are to decide directly whether their school district will impose an additional income tax to fund property tax relief.  In the May election there will be a referendum question on the ballet asking if you favor your school district imposing and additional 0.7% earned income and net profits tax?  The increase from the current school rate of 0.5% will make the combined school and municipal rate be a total of 1.7%. 
Jay McClatchey - The Borough needs to have controlled growth and development and with that Council needs to protect the most valuable resource that we have, which is the lake.  Council must find ways to balance all the resources that the Borough has i.e. the lake and the golf courses.

Albert Diehl – The Borough should look at putting more no wake zones on the narrower portions of the lake.

The boathouse is not dangerous to the public and the Borough has no authority to proceed and if the Borough has identified a specific unremediated threat to public health and safety the appropriate remedy will be undertaken.



Miscoe made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to continue pursuing this issue and to cite Mr. and Mrs. Ocepek for the dilapidated boat house and to order the abatement of this hazard.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Mayor Lichty reported that the design and bids specs have been completed for Phase 2, which is the stabilization of the downstream embankment and a new freattic drain and this is being submitted to the Department of Environmental Protection tonight.
