Approve the Minutes of the Meetings held on June 16th, June 20th, and August 8, 2007 – St. Clair asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Miscoe moved and Dewar seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

Financial Reports – Manager reviewed the Income & Expense Report, the Budget Report and the List of Bills for August 31, 2007. Dam Remediation Short Term Loan – The outstanding bills for the Dam Remediation Project are as follows:  Thorp Reed & Armstrong LLP, bond counsel for the general obligation note, in the amount of $7,325.77 and Barbera, Clapper, Beener, Rullo & Melvin, legal services for the general obligation note, in the amount of $5,000.00.  Miscoe made a motion to approve and pay the outstanding bills from the loan account.  Bozovich seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Manager reviewed the Water Works Income & Expense Report and the List of Bills for August 31, 2007.  Miscoe made a motion to approve the Water Work’s Financial Reports as presented.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Manager reviewed the Sewer Plant Financial Reports and the List of Bills of August 31, 2007.  Manager would like to add the following additional outstanding bill to the List of Bills Report:  Norac Laboratory, sewage analysis, in the amount of $496.80.  Miscoe made a motion to approve the Sewer Plant Financial Reports, including the amendment to the List of Bills Report.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

H. Scott Swank-Permanent Easement for the Issuance of Sewage Permit on Ithaca 3 and Ithaca 5 – At the May 9th meeting, Council was provided with a copy of the deed for Ithaca 3 and Ithaca 5, which showed that the lots were combined into one deed.  Council instructed the Borough Manager to contact Mr. Swank and explain to him that a permanent easement needed to be placed into the deed covenants for access for maintenance and the placement of the sewage system.  
   
Mr. Swank has been advised that a permanent easement in the deed covenants can not be issued to the same entity; therefore, there would be no need for an easement to them.

   
After reviewing the proposal and the deed, Miscoe made a motion to authorize the Borough Manager to send a letter to Jerry Mostoller, Sewage Enforcement Officer for the Borough, stating that these lots shall remain one lot and that neither lot may be conveyed separate and apart from the other and all requirements of the Borough have been met and if everything else is in order, a sewage permit can be issued.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

2007 Boot Allotment - Walters made a motion that the four-(4) workmen receive a boot allotment check in the amount of $100.00 per person.  Miscoe seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Pennsylvania Rural Water Association Training – Walters made a motion to authorize the expenditure of $45.00 for Dean Snyder to attend the Basic Chemical Feed Math & Hydraulics Training being held by the Pennsylvania Rural Water Association in Bedford on October 10, 2007. Biking Trail – Miscoe made a motion to approve the first estimate from HRI, Inc. in the amount of $57,494.00 for the construction of the Calendar’s Run Hiking and Biking Trail and to forward this invoice to PennDot for payment.  Bozovich seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Dam Remediation-Ballet Referendum – Miscoe made a motion to adopt the resolution relative to the desire of the Borough of Indian Lake to submit to voters the question of an increase in indebtedness to undertake improvements to the Indian Lake Borough Dam at a sum not to exceed seven million five hundred thousand dollars ($7,500,000).  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Zoning Report:

August Report of Building Permits Issued – Manager provided each council member with the August Building Permit Report.


2.
Donald Mateer Violation – Dean Snyder, Zoning Officer, sent a violation notice to Mr. Mateer, who is located at Cayuga 147, regarding the metal poles that are sticking out of the water and bent over and the discarded material laying on and around the deck.  Mr. Mateer was given thirty (30) to remediate the violations.  There has been no response from Mr. Mateer and the violations are still present.  

   

Council instructed the Zoning Officer to mark the metal poles that are in the water with either flags or buoys.  Once the lake is drawn down, the Borough will evaluate the situation; and if need be, will remove the poles and the Borough will file a judgment to re-cope their costs.



Council requested that Attorney Rullo proceed with filing a suit before the District Magistrate.

Dennis Markferding – Dean Snyder, Zoning Officer, notified Council that Mr. Markferding has not completed his breezeway, which was to be done by August 31, 2007 and no revised drawings have been submitted.




McCauley made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to contact Mr. Markferding directly to discuss this issue and if no satisfaction, the appropriate citations should be issued.  Bozovich seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Miscoe made a motion to authorize the payment of the bill from Barbera, Clapper, Beener, Rullo & Melvin for legal services rendered through September 11, 2007, in the amount of $12,751.50.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
