Financing Update for Phase II of the Dam Remediation Project – Dewar made a motion to accept the committee’s recommendation to not market the bonds at this time.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Dewar made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to solicit commercial loan proposals in lieu of a bond issue in the amount of between $5.1 million and $5.5 million from PNC Bank, First National Bank, Somerset Trust Company, and AmeriServ.  The term would be 30 years with a fixed interest rate for 5 to 7 years.  The fixed interest rate would be for 5 to 7 years but the loan would be amortized over a 30 year period.  Identify any loan origination fees or any other closing costs.  Any prepayment penalty must be identified in the event a bond issue is established to refinance prior to the expiration of five years.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
