The regularly scheduled meeting of the Indian Lake Borough Council was held on October 28, 2009 at 7:00 P.M. at the Indian Lake Borough Building.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00P.M. by Michael Miscoe, Council President.
  1.    Somerset Area Ambulance – Mark Miller and Clyde Ware on behalf of the Somerset Area Ambulance presented Council with the ambulance’s operating insurance costs, their financial information for the 2008/2009 fiscal year for the Stoystown Station, and the 2009 year to date calls made to the Borough.
       The ambulance service is requesting a financial commitment of $2,500.00 from the Borough in 2010.

   2.    Letter from St. Clair Resort Development Seeking Mutual Rescission of Sewer Tap Agreement – A letter was received from St. Clair Resort Development seeking a mutual rescission of the 2007 Sewer Tap Agreement. Miscoe noted for the record that Mr. St. Clair did purchase a number of sewage taps at the discounted rate and has since reimbursed the Borough the difference and received the full price of $3,750.00 for those taps.  Vogel made a motion to rescind the 2007 sewer tap purchase agreement, as requested by Mr. St. Clair.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried. 
   3.   Universal American-Requesting Zoning Map Change – Vogel stated that the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission felt that this would be spot zoning because there were several different zoning areas within one parcel.  Also, the Planning Commission requested and Mr. Musser agreed that there would be a 100 foot setback and the proposal only shows a 75 foot setback around the entire area.
       Attorney Rullo stated that a map change by definition does not constitute spot zoning.  There is a provision under the Municipalities Planning Code that you can revise the Zoning Map by going through the proper notification and having a public hearing.
      Paul Cornez stated that Randy Musser agreed, at the Planning Commission Meeting, to apply for a subdivision with the Somerset County Planning Commission and to keep the 75 foot buffer area as a no build area.

      Vogel made a motion to table any action on this matter until the Borough is provided with a further clarification as to what is actually being requested by Council to consider.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

  4.   Review Amendments to St. Clair Subdivision Plan and Planning Recommendations -  St. Clair presented a minor revision to the Kickapoo Lakeside Townhouses Subdivision Plan.


Chicora Townhouse Building – Will be relocated 20 feet from the property line


Santee Townhouse Building – Will be converted from a four-plex unit into 2 lower duplexes (now identified as Santee






and Tiwa)

       Vogel informed Council that the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission has reviewed the proposed amendments to the St. Clair Subdivision Plan and they are recommending approval.
       Vogel made a motion to a approve the amendments to the St. Clair Subdivision Plan as presented on the map dated           9-17-09 from Musser Engineering, Map Titled Residential Cluster Subdivision for Kickapoo Lakeside Townhouses Phase 2 and Revised Kickapoo Lakeside Townhouses Phase 1.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
  5.    Bid Spec for Sewer Plant Enclosure – Dewar made a motion to authorize the Borough Manager to advertise the bid specs for the Sewer Plant Enclosure as presented.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

       Dewar made a motion to authorize Michael Miscoe to sign and execute the building permit application and the land development application for the sewer plant enclosure.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

  6.    CME Engineering-Proposal for the Peninsula Water Tank Painting Project - Moore made a motion to accept the proposal from CME Engineering, in the amount not to exceed $16,500.00, for engineering services relating to the Peninsula Water Tank Rehabilitation project.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

  7.    Consideration to Adopt Ordinance Amending Sewer Rate Ordinance No. 138 – Vogel made a motion to adopt the amendment to Ordinance No. 138 as presented and advertised.  Stern seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

  8.    Shanksville Volunteer Fire Department 2010 Contract – Miscoe made a motion to authorize Barry Lichty and Patty Dewar to present the following proposal to the Shanksville Volunteer Fire Department:
1. A $10,500 allocation of funds, which can be spent on vehicle maintenance or put towards the capital investment account.  Requests for vehicle maintenance must be presented to Council for approval and any unused allocated funds will be placed in the capital investment account. 

2.  The Fire Company shall permit an audit of its books to validate that the funds were expended appropriately and consistent with the terms expressed.

3.  The Borough will pay 1/3rd of the Workers Compensation Insurance.

4. The Shanksville Volunteer Fire Department will receive 100% of the Borough’s Firemen Relief Fund Allocation.
       Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

  9.    Appointment of Replacement Member to Planning Commission – Miscoe reported that Larry Rosage has resigned from the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission due to his travel schedule.  Robert Vogel nominated Thomas O’Toole.  Michael Miscoe nominated Vanessa Kieser.  Paul Cornez nominated Don Reed.  

         Miscoe moved that the nominations be closed.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
         Miscoe asked for votes for Tom O’Toole – 3, votes for Don Reed – 2, and votes for Vanessa Keiser – 0.
         Tom O’Toole was appointed to the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission to serve the remainder of the unexpired term of Larry Rosage, term expiring on December 31, 2010.

10.    Lake Stonycreek Drawdown - Ron Schrock on behalf of the Stonycreek Valley Development Corporation wanted to put on the record as to what was agreed to with the Lake Stonycreek Drawdown. At the October 15, 2009 meeting of the Stonycreek Valley Development Corporation, the Board approved the request of Indian Lake Borough to drop the level of Lake Stonycreek by 2 feet from normal pool elevation to assist Indian Lake (IL) with their Dam Grouting project.  The approval was based upon the following conditions: 

A.  The drawdown will commence on November 1st and  Lake Stonycreek’s valve will be closed on or about December  1st.  

B.  Indian Lake Borough would send a post card ASAP to each Lake Stonycreek lot owner notifying them of the drawdown.  The Lake Stonycreek mailing list would be provided to the Borough.

C.  Indian Lake would be responsible for operating the valve to maintain the pool level in Lake Stonycreek during the drawdown period. Members from the Lake Stonycreek Board would be on-site to assist with the initial opening and final closing of the valve.

D.  Indian Lake will maintain the Lake Stonycreek pool at an elevation no lower than 2 feet below normal pool elevation.

E.  Indian Lake will have Marion Hill and the Rodney Hunt representatives inspect Lake Stonycreek’s valve while they are on-site installing the new Indian Lake valve.  Indian Lake will grease and oil the Lake Stonycreek valve.  This will be done at no cost to Lake Stonycreek.

F.  Commencing on or about December 1, 2009, Indian Lake will allow their valve to remain open until Lake Stonycreek has been refilled to its normal pool elevation.

11.    Review of Zoning Proposal/Executive Summary as Submitted by Zoning Committee as well as Comments from the Planning Commission Based on Preliminary Review - Moore made a motion to table any action until January.  Vogel seconded the motion.  3 ayes, 2 nayes.  Motion carried.
12.     Public Comment:
        With no further business to discuss, Stern moved and Vogel seconded to adjourn the meeting at 10:32 P.M.  All ayes, motion carried.
