1.    Approve the Minutes of the Public Hearing Held on October 14, 2009 - Miscoe asked for additions and/or corrections.  Walters noted on Page 1, under those present should be Tim Walters not John Walters.  Secretary noted the corrections and will make the necessary changes.  Vogel made a motion to approve the minutes as corrected.  Dewar seconded the motion.  5 ayes and 2 abstentions.  Motion carried.  Miscoe and Moore filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Secretary.
       Approve the Minutes of the Meeting Held on October 14, 2009 – Miscoe asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Dewar made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Miscoe and Moore filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Secretary.
 2.    Financial Reports – Dewar made a motion to approve the Finance Committee’s recommendation to approve the Borough’s Financial Reports, including the amendments to the List of Bills Report, and to pay the outstanding bills except for the bills to GAI Consultants, payment should be withheld.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  
        Dewar made a motion, based on the recommendation of the Finance Committee, to approve the Water Works Financial Reports and to pay the outstanding bills.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

         Dewar made a motion to approve the Finance Committee’s recommendation to approve the Sewer Financial Reports, and to pay the outstanding bills.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
         Dewar made a motion, based on the recommendation of the Finance Committee, to approve the Summary of Account Balance Report as presented.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
         Dewar made a motion to authorize the Borough Manager to transfer $29,988.37 from the PNC Bank Line of Credit to pay the invoices from CME Engineering.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried. 

         Walters made a motion to authorize the Borough Manager to transfer $149,470.20 from the PNC Bank Line of Credit to pay the invoice from Howard Concrete.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

 3.    Welcome Visitors - Sean Isgan, Ken Helsel, Lee Nearhoof, Albert Diehl, Don Reed, Tom O’Toole, Paul Cornez, James Dewar, Robert Hanson, Dave Herrholtz, and Bruce Siwy.

 4.    David Herrholtz, Choctaw 130-Easement for Dredging – Moore made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to prepare a letter to Mr. and Mrs. Herrholtz authorizing permissive use to dredge the lake bottom and for the construction of a sea wall on lands owned by the Borough.  Permissive use is contingent on the Herrholtzs’ securing the appropriate DEP and Borough building permits and they agree to indemnify and hold the Borough harmless from this construction activity.  It is understood that no improvements or structures shall be constructed on the Borough property and that the Herrholtzs’ will comply with all applicable rules and regulations of the governing authorities.  Stern seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
 5.    Shanksville Volunteer Fire Department – Mayor Lichty reported that the Shanksville Volunteer Fire Department has accepted the Borough’s proposal in its entirety.
        Vogel made a motion to authorize the Borough Manager to modify the call card with 911 to eliminate the Central City Fire Department and to designate the Shanksville Volunteer Fire Department as the primary fire department for the entire Borough.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
  6.   Legal Report:

        A.  Right to Know Law – Dewar made a motion to adopt the modifications to the resolution of the Borough for access to public records as presented.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
        B.  Proposed Weight Limit Ordinance – Council requested that Attorney Rullo define local delivery.
        C.  David Rohrich-Appeal of Zoning Hearing Board Decision – Dewar made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to file a petition to intervene, on behalf of the Borough, in the Rohrich land use appeal.  Walters seconded the motion.  6 ayes and 1 abstention.  Motion carried.  Miscoe filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Secretary.

Musser Engineering, Inc.-Musser Cove Subdivision Water Service Request – Reginald Musser, from Musser Engineering, is preparing a Sewage Planning Module and Subdivision Plan for the Robert L. Musser property.  The proposed development is proposing 3 lots which will need potable water.  Musser Engineering is requesting a letter stating that the Borough will provide potable water to this development.  Council requested that the Borough Manager provide the appropriate letter to Musser Engineering as requested.
