Claudia Kotch, South Peninsula 159-Leaf Burning in Borough – Mrs. Kotch would like Council to either consider limiting leaf burning to certain days and times of the week or totally eliminate all leaf burning as they do in other areas.  Residents can either mulch the leaves or take them to the landfill.

Jim Bandstra-Proposed ATV Trails – Mr. Bandstra is a resident of Lake Stonycreek and has some concerns with the proposed ATV trails, which residents of Indian Lake might share.  Some of these concerns are with noise, will possibly cause a negative change in the atmosphere and natural settings of the area, and the negative impact on the land these trails will cause.  Council recommended that Mr. Bandstra and any other resident in Stonycreek Township who is opposed to the proposed ATV Trails should write letters to the Stonycreek Township Supervisors.

PSAB Municipal Retirement Trust – The administrator position was vacated by EBDS effective December 1, 2003 and this position was filled by the firm of Thomas J. Anderson & Associates. Option 1 lists both the administrative services historically provided by the PSAB/MRT, as well as seven new services at the same administrative fee.
