Financial Reports – Manager reviewed the Income & Expense Report, the Budget Report and the List of Bills for February 29, 2008.  Manager would like to add the following additional outstanding bills to the List of Bills Report:  U.S. Postal Service, for postage, in the amount of $590.00; New Enterprise Stone & Lime Company, for 212.26 T. anti-skid material, in the amount of $2,780.61; and Witmer Associates, ammunition for the police department, in the amount of $240.87.   Manager is recommending that Council consider paying the bill to GAI Consultants, in the amount of $49,182.58 and the bill to PNC Bank, in the amount of $12,570.00 out of the short term loan account from PNC Bank.  Walters made a motion to approve the Borough’s Financial Reports, including the amendment to the List of Bills Report..   Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Walters made a motion to approve the manager’s recommendation and to pay the bills from GAI Consultants and PNC Bank out of the short term loan account from PNC Bank.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Phil Glogowski-Update on Phase 2 of the Dam Remediation Project – Walters made a motion to authorize GAI Consultants to advertise for bids for Phase 2 of the Dam Remediation Project.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Walters made a motion to authorize the Council President to sign the 2008 Lakedraw Down Public Notice and to authorize the Borough Manager to mail the notice to all the residents.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Christopher Brewer, Bond Counsel and Michael Zubasic, Managing Director of the Public Finance Division for PNC Capital-Municipal Bond for the Dam Remediation Project – Moore made a motion to accept the amended and restated General Obligation Bond Insurance commitment from Radian Asset Assurance Inc. General Obligation Bonds, Series of 2008.  Principal Amount of $5,100,000.00 over a thirty (30) year term, premium is 1.55% of total debt service on the bonds.  Expiration date is April 25, 2008, subject to earlier termination and to authorize the appropriate officers of the Borough to execute the necessary documents.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried. 

Walters made a motion to authorize PNC Capital Markets and Dinsmore & Shohl to prepare all documents and to take all actions necessary to present to Council a firm underwriting proposal for the sale of $5.1 million in general obligation bonds for the dam remediation project on March 26, 2008.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Reggie Musser, Musser Engineering – Waugaman Sewage Facilities Planning Module – Moore made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to review and modify the maintenance agreement so that Reggie Musser’s inspection coincide with the EcoFlow inspections and he will be responsible to verify that the EcoFlow maintenance is performed.  Stern seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Dewar made a motion to adopt the proposed Resolution for Plan Revision for New Land Development for G. Lynn Waugaman located on 447 South Shore Trail (Wenatchee 17) for a new sewage treatment facility.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Dewar made a motion to authorize the Borough Manager to sign the transmittal letter and the municipal check list.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Public Comment:

 
Marc Alaia – At no point in 2007 was the Marina ever full and he never had to turn anyone away from renting a dock space at the Marina.  In fact, he has plans to increase the available dock space at the Marina in 2008.  Last year he had 24 available dock spaces and the plan is to increase this by 16.

Mr. Alaia also wanted to inform Council that he heard that a helicopter landed on his property this winter.  He never authorized anyone to land a helicopter on his property nor does he know who did it. 

Mr. Alaia stated that he discussed this with Mayor Lichty in prior discussions that it would be beneficial to the Borough to have boat docks available that property owners could rent.  With the proposal that is forthcoming from the North Marina, it would be nice if another public launch ramp could be placed there along with the proposed additional docking space.  Miscoe stated that would be a great idea, however, the Borough can’t force a property owner to do this on their own property but we could ask Mr. Brant if he would consider doing this.

Senator Richard A. Kasunic-Funding for the Dam Remediation Project – Senator Richard Kasunic was able to secure authorizing language in Act 83, the Capital Budget Project Itemization Act.  The language requested $250,000 for the Borough to assist with the dam remediation project from the Commonwealth’s Redevelopment Capital Assistance Fund.  Unfortunately, the Commonwealth has reached its maximum debt limit for funding the RCAP projects.  The House of Representatives have started the process to consider House Bill 2231, which would increase the RCAP spending limit by $750 million.  In order for the Borough to have any opportunity to receive RCAP funding this legislation must be approved by the General Assembly and signed into law by the Governor.  Senator Kasunic will continue to fight for any possible state assistance towards this project.
