Adoption of the Proposed Amendment to Boating Ordinance No. 116 – Walters made a motion to adopt the proposed amendment to Boating Ordinance No. 116 as presented and advertised (Section 1, Article 1, Section 101, Subsection E, Paragraph 1, subparagraph a., and Paragraph 2, subparagraph a., amended to include as a Powered Watercraft, Personal Watercrafts).  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Adoption of Proposed Ordinance Establishing Rules of Conduct and Related Regulations for the Use of the Hiking and Biking Trail – Council requested that Attorney Rullo modify the proposed ordinance to add a provision to allow battery powered handicap wheel chairs or scooters.  Vogel made a motion to adopt the proposed Ordinance as amended establishing rules of conduct and related regulations for the use of the James W. McIntyre Hiking and Biking Trail.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Indian Lake Service Corporation-2008 Annual Fireworks Display - The Indian Lake Service Corporation sent a letter to the Council informing them that Terry Shaffer, Chief of the Shanksville Volunteer Fire Department has been notified of their intentions to put off the fireworks display on the evening of July 5th at sunset.  The Indian Lake Service Corporation has contracted with The Little Big Shots, LTD to set off the fireworks.  Enclosed with the letter is a copy of their insurance certificate. Vogel made a motion to authorize the Indian Lake Service Corporation to proceed with contracting with The Little Big Shots, LTD and to permit them to use the inside elbow of the Indian Lake Dam Spillway for the fireworks display.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

U.S. Department of Agriculture-Funding for Dam Remediation – The Watershed Rehabilitation Program that they administer is restricted to rehabilitation for dams that were originally built with U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) program funds.  Indian Lake dam was not constructed with USDA funds and is therefore not eligible for assistance under their program.

Office of the Chief Assessor-County’s Policy on Refunds Owed Due to an Incorrect Assessment – The Somerset County Commissioners have ruled that the smallest amount of money that will be refunded to a property owner due to an incorrect assessment, catastrophic loss, etc. for the county portion is $10.00.

Beaner Marine-Request for Boat License – Beaner Marine is requesting an Indian Lake Borough License in order to be able to put in their crane boat to allow them to work on and install new boat docks.  Council asked the Borough Manager to contact Mr. Beaner and inform him that he would be able to purchase a General Boat License; however, the General Boat Licenses are sold out for 2008.
