Approve the Minutes of the Meeting Held on May 28, 2008 – Miscoe asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Walters moved and Vogel seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

Approve the Minutes of the Meeting Held on June 11, 2008 – Miscoe asked for additions and/or corrections.  Stern noted on Page 2, Section 4, Article A, should be clarified as to what the amendment was to Ordinance No. 116.  Manager was instructed to add a notation stating that the amendment dealt with adding Personal Watercrafts to Section 1, Article I, Section 101, Subsection E, Paragraph 1, subparagraph a., and Paragraph 2, subparagraph a.  Manager noted the correction and will make the necessary change.  Stern moved and Moore seconded to approve the minutes as corrected.  6 ayes and 1 abstention.  Motion carried.  Miscoe filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Manager.

Peninsula Water Tank – Manager was instructed to solicit engineering proposals from Hatch Mott MacDonald, CME Engineering, The Eads Group, Somerset Planning and Engineering and GAI Consultants for engineering services for the Peninsula Water Tank painting project.

Increasing the Number of Secondary Non-Powered Boat Licenses – McCauley made a motion to allow 18 additional secondary non-powered boat licenses (345 to 363).  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

James Brant Request to Re-Zone the North Marina – Vogel made a motion to re-zone the North Marina Property from Commercial Marina to R-1 Single Family.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

PLGIT – Dewar made a motion to join PLGIT and to authorize the Borough Manager to advertise the Ordinance for adoption at the August 13th meeting.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Old Business:

Slalom Course – Moore wanted on the record that boat traffic safety and the slalom course are two separate issues and Miscoe is doing this for other reasons other than safety.  McCauley asked Moore to clarify his statement.  Moore thinks that the Ski Club has proven to everyone’s ability that there is no safety problem and this whole entire issue is under another purpose.  McCauley asked Moore to be more specific.  Moore stated that no, everybody knows.  McCauley stated that if you read the letter from Robinson Forensics, he agrees with Mike, he has no idea what she is saying.  

  
Council requested that the Service Corporation go back to Robinson Forensic and ask them if they are able to express an opinion to a reasonable degree of technical and scientific certainty that the reinstallation of the ski slalom course on Indian Lake at location #3 (North side of the lake by Mohawk) is safe?


Moore made a motion that contingent on receiving a letter from Robinson Forensic which expresses an opinion to a reasonable degree of technical and scientific certainty that the reinstallation of the ski slalom course on Indian Lake at location #3 (North side of the lake by Mohawk) is safe and after receipt of the liability insurance which lists the Borough as an additional insured, the slalom course can be placed on the lake at location #3 (North side of the lake by Mohawk).  Vogel seconded the motion.  6 ayes, 1 naye.  Motion carried.


B.
ATV Trail – Miscoe reported that he has contacted Keith Largent, from the Somerset County Soil Conservation Office, and the ATV track does have an approved erosion and sediment pollution control plan and authorized NPDES permit. They are currently operating and implementing E&S controls and Best Management Practices required to minimize sediment pollution and runoff and to ensure they do, Mr. Largent does conduct periodic inspections of this site.


Sieling – The ATV Trails are in violation and they do not have any sediment controls in place.  Mr. Largent is not doing his job and he would like to request that Borough Council go higher up and we should also request that water samples be taken in Clear Run.


Attorney Rullo suggested that whenever DEP is here to discuss the Clear Run Trust Agreement we can raise this issue with them at that time.



Val McCatchey – Mrs. McClatchey lives at Osage 107, and she submitted pictures that they took of some uncapped mines which shows the iron water which is being discharged and is going into the Lake.  There is a letter from PBS Coal Company to Robert Musser which states that they are suppose to be taking care of this problem and no one is doing anything.  Council requested that the Borough Manager contact John Wilk from the Department of Environmental Protection.
