  McCauley made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo and Barry Lichty to schedule a meeting with Marion Hill and Red Valve to see if there can be a resolution to this matter.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Moore made a motion to accept the bid proposal from Brantview Farms, in the amount of $7,000.00 to do the Shoshone Park Wetland Rehabilitation Project.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.



Moore would like to make a recommendation that the $7,000.00 is not the Borough’s total responsibility and that we should look at recouping these funds from the property owners in the Shoshone area or persons responsible.  Vogel seconded the motion.  Attorney Rullo requested clarification as to what they mean by persons responsible.  Moore would like to amend the motion to be only residents in the Shoshone area.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

C. Zoning Report

                      1.    Proposed Ordinance to Comply with Act 95 Requirements for Existing Structures – Attorney Rullo stated for the record that prior to the commencement of the Borough Council Meeting, a public hearing was held at 6:00 P.M. in connection with the proposed amendment to Ordinance No. 117, to adopt the provisions of Act 95 of 2005 for the issuance of certificates of occupancy to uncertified buildings.  
                             On February 9, 2000 the Borough adopted Ordinance No. 117, which adopted the Pennsylvania Uniform Construction Code as the Borough’s Municipal Building Code, authorizing the Council to employ one or more code administers and to set inspection fees from time to time.  

                              In 2005, there was an amendment to the construction code which allowed the Department of Labor and Industry for buildings that were uncertified and have not received their certificate occupancy, the ability to utilize a more liberal standard in approving existing buildings than the code that was implemented at that time.  Ordinance No. 117 does not give the Borough’s third party contractor the opportunity to use the same standards that the Department of Labor and Industry uses.  This proposed amendment would allow the Borough to adopt the same standards that are utilized by the Department of Labor and Industry.  

               Vogel made a motion to adopt the proposed amendment to Ordinance No. 117 as presented.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
