Update on Dam Remediation -  McCauley made a motion to rescind the motion from the June 10th Council Meeting which authorized GAI Consultants to prepare the bid specifications for the sluice gate and for the installation of the sluice gate and to make any necessary repairs.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Walters made a motion to authorize CME Engineering to prepare the specifications for the sluice gate installation and to monitor the curative work by Marion Hill for a time and material amount not to exceed $12,000.00.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Vogel made a motion to accept the 6-09-09 change order Proposal No. 09-062 as presented by Marion Hill.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Mayor Lichty reported that as of June 22nd Howard Concrete has taken over the inspection of the E & S Controls and they will continue monitoring the E & S Controls until they have completed Phase 2, Part B in the spring.  The E & S Controls should not be removed until there is a good growth on the embankment, therefore, the Borough will need to take over the inspections of the E & S Controls.


Walters made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to prepare a resolution stating the Borough’s intention to maintain West Shore Trail, starting at Causeway Drive to the toe of the dam in the same condition as it currently is.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
